SAGA Stitches Author Guidelines

We are so pleased that you want to share a project you have created with other SAGA members. The guidelines below are intended to help you start turning your project into a program, but please remember we are always here to help.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A SAGA Stitches program may cover any technique or project associated with SAGA’s range of interests. (Example: smocking, shadow work embroidery, fine hand sewing, etc.) It should emphasize needlework, and it would be wonderful if it went into detail on one or two techniques to help a stiticher improve her skills I that area. Because SAGA Stiches programs are sometimes used by chapters, the instruction time involved should take no more than 3 hours, although the project itself may take longer than that to complete.
In writing your SAGA Stitches, please include the following:
1. A statement of the purpose of the program: “To introduce the technique of __________.” Example: “To explore the result of color changes.”
2. A one sentence description of the program. This will be used to advertise the program.
3. Prerequisite skills. Does a person need to have some experience with stacking cables for example?
4. Advance preparation requirements. This is what the group leader or individual must do and have available in order to begin working on the program.
5. Program materials. What does each person need to have in order to participate in the program? This includes all handouts, designs, supplies and patterns.
6. Sources and references. You may wish to list sources which explain the techniques more fully and suppliers of any materials used which are not widely available.
7. Details directions. As you write, try to imagine that you are new to the technique, and put in everything you would possibly want to know.
Please plan to submit a sample of the project along with the written program. 
As the author, you will confer with the SAGA Stiches chair in the preparation of the final form of your contribution. The program will be tested during the evaluation process, and some redrafting may be necessary based on the evaluations. Assistance is available for editing and necessary rewriting.
An author receives from 1 to 3 artisan point for her program. The SAGA Stitches chair will submit your program to the artisan chair for the award of points. 
When the program is ready for release, you will be asked to sign a release giving SAGA permission to use and reprint the program for any purpose consistent with its mission as a non-profit organization. The copyright will remain yours.
Again thank you for your willingness to share your creation with other SAGA members. We look forward to seeing your program in print.
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
